Weakness in spoken English creates many educational, professional, social, and cultural

barriers. In order to enable students to overcome these challenges and move their lives in

the direction they want to go enable students to converse clearly, effectively, and naturally

in English and by doing so, create a positive impression on those they communicate

with.

The Department of English created a WhatsApp group called Spoken English! in 2019

and included students from Arts and Commerce streams of the College. The objective of

this WhatsApp group was to make the students shed their inhibitions and practice

speaking English. The students are supported, and not ridiculed when they commit

mistakes. Since this group is a forum of equals, students have been able to converse

within themselves freely in English. Prof. Rajeswari posts videos and other articles

frequently to expose the students to study material available the normal curriculum. To

make them fluent with conversational English, topis like “Family members”, “Daily

routine”, “Weather” are discussed. A major milestone in the progress of this group was

when the students expressed their desire to graduate from a mere messaging group to a

video conferencing group (using Zoom) that would make conversations more

spontaneous and make learning more fun. In fact, the name of this video conferencing

group – Speak Out! was christened by the students themselves. Spam texting and

forwards are not tolerated in this group.
